Please read the following carefully so you will understand what will take place.

Since the show is part of the event, we want everyone to have a fair chance to win an award at the event.  

As it stands right now we will have the following guidelines to use:

1. One trophy for every 5 cars per category.  You select your category and must register your car by 10:00 am on Saturday morning for judging.  The Carolina GM club will be doing the judging.  All results are final and we reserve the right to change or modify classes.  The following are the judging classes:

a. Stock 1993-2001

b. Personalized 1993-2001

c. Modified 1993-1998

d. Modified 1999-2001

e. Stock 2003/04 

f. Personalized 2003/04 

g. Modified 2003/04

h. President's Pick

i. Best of Show

2. You are responsible for entering your Cobra in the right category.  We will have someone to go around and make sure you meet the criteria for that category.  If you are in the wrong class, we will move you to the correct class for fair and impartial judging.  You cannot register for "President's Pick or "Best of Show".

3. The following criteria apply: 

· Stock - 2 Visible modifications or less

· Personalized - 3 - 7 visible modifications

· Modified - 8 visible modifications or you Cobra has an NOS kit, a Supercharger (Except 2003/04 model), or a full body kit installed on it.  

4. Stock cars will have a mileage variance as well as daily driver entries.  The mileage variance is as follows:

· Less than 10k

5. No ties, if in the event of a tie then we will arbitrarily pick someone to go and make the tiebreaker vote.  Ties make it hard for us to decide so we will let a non-member make the choice for a tiebreaker.

6. Other rules include:

· Tops for convertibles can be either left up or down.

· No bras can be left on the car covering the hood or fenders.

· All hoods must be up or unlatched for engine compartment judging.

· All trunks must be either open or unlocked for the judges.

· All doors must be unlocked for the judges.

· No loud radios per the speedway.

7. If you win the vote on Saturday as the "Best of Show" and will not be there on Sunday then the next person in line will go up to the stage to represent the club.  This will also be the person displayed on the website and in the Snakebite newsletter.  It has to be this way if you are only going to come for one day.  You will still receive the "Best of Show" award. 

8. Make sure if you are not showing on Sunday that you return your car pass to Lisa so she can give them to those that are showing.

9. The meet place for both Saturday and Sunday is McDonald's on Harris Blvd in Charlotte, NC.  Take exit 45 on I85 and turn right.  Take a left on Hwy 29 and McDonald's is on the left.  Attention:  New meet time is 6:30 a.m., because we have to be in the speedway by 7:30 a.m.  Departure time from McDonald's is 7:00 a.m. sharp.  No exceptions!

10. If you miss us then we will be in the garage area in the middle of the speedway on both days.  

11. Lastly, try to line up next to the person you see on the list.  We would like to have everyone next to the person that is on this list for ease of judging.  No problem if you want to move around but let us know so when the judging starts, everyone will be easy to find for the judges.  

After the event is over on Saturday, we will all be going out for an Italian dinner at a nearby restaurant.  Dinner will start around 5:30 p.m.  We hope many of you will attend the dinner and socialize with us.
